and linguistic sources.

This rich vocabulary contains words used in everyday life. The
French aquivalents have been choosen for their accuracy and
simplicity in meaning as used in everyday conversation.

Pilipino equivalents which have been derived from Spanish or
English words or from the vernaculars, have been incorpareted
together with their colloquialism to enrich the Pilipino Language of
today.

The orthography of Filipino words is in conformity with the rules of
the offical grammar published by the Institute of National
Language of the Department of Education.

Both French and Tagalog, evolve at a rate not previously seen
before. As technology shrinks the global community of
communicators, more words are added to the vocabulary as other
uncommonly used words are disregarded and words that were
assigned to non-use have been excluded in this compilation.

Accent as non-diacritical mark

A diacritical mark is a mark that declares the pronunciation of a
word. We have seen until now the accent grave (*; €) and the
accent aigu ('; é).

Further we have seen the accent circumflex (~; €). Accents are
diacritical with the letter ‘e’ and ‘o’.

They indicate the way it is spoken.

An ‘é’ is spoken in a closed way, the ‘@’ and ‘@’ are spoken as
open e. An ‘@’ indicates an open o, as an o can be spoken as open
or closed o.

With other letters (a, u, i) the marks do not indicate the
pronunciation, but the grammatical function or meaning with
homonyms.

Accent for differentiation of homonyms
Homonyms are words that sound the same, but have a different

meaning. In English table is a homonym; it can mean a dinner
table, the painted table or the calculation table.
